I didn’t realize the power 
of  representation until I transitioned to Wyoming Middle School and 
met Mr. Anderson. Under his guidance, he created a space for me as 
a Black female student and advocated on my behalf to help  
strengthen teacher-student relationships.  
 
     With the love and support of counselors, sta , and teachers, I 
have grown into someone determined to lead with kindness, grace, 
and a few laughs. I feel uplifted when Mrs. Bunton sends me summer  
programs to apply for, accomplished when Mr. Holthaus sends    

positive progress notes to my family, and seen when Profe simply asks, “How are you doing? Anything I 
can help with?” I felt empowered when Mr. Stallings said he was proud of my progress and reminded 
me to focus on my future and not let drama define me. 
 
     Their guidance has inspired me to strive for excellence. They created a safe space to be vulnerable 
and unjudged, and allowed me to make mistakes while o ering solutions. Because of their mentorship,  
advice, and empathy.  I’ve built resilience and have been empowered to be my most authentic,              
unapologetic self. When you begin to choose yourself and your future, others notice. I’m grateful to the 
teachers and sta   who selected me to attend the HighAIMS Leadership Conference. There, I               
connected with like-minded peers,  participated in purposeful discussions, and developed leadership 
skills to create positive change as a junior liaison. This experience reinforced the importance of a         
diverse team and the power of using my voice.  
 
     Finding that voice empowered me to advocate for myself and others, and mentor the next generation, 
leading to my selection in the Colts and Cowboys Mentorship Program. I’m honored to serve as the   
Junior/Senior High School Liaison. Because of the many  op-
portunities our district o ers, I’m involved in ACES, Debate 
Club, and the Environmental Club.  As a Wyoming School 
Foundation liaison, I co-created a quarterly high school  
newsletter for the members to uplift under represented        
students and engage in meaningful dialogue to create change 
in our school community. 
 
     I’ve learned many life lessons over the years. My motto: 
“It’s not how you start, it’s how you finish.” Don’t get wrapped 
up in what society expects—define your own path. My future is my motivation. I’ve developed a deeper 
appreciation for diversity, strong relationships, and character.
